
Shavuot – giving of the Law (5/28-5/30)

Pentecost – giving of the Holy Spirit (5/31)

Feast of Weeks (Shavuot) – 7 weeks (Sabbaths) 
plus one day = 50 days after Passover

Pentecost – 50 days after Resurrection Sunday

The new report shows that only 51% of Americans 

consider God to be "all-powerful, all-knowing, 

perfect and just creator of the universe 

who still rules the world today.” 

In 1991, 73% of Americans believed that to be true.

Whatever else is contrary to the sound doctrine 

that conforms to the gospel

• Gather their own preferred teachers

• Turn away from truth – turn aside to myths
